About this morning’s choral and organ music...

This morning we feature music composed by former church musicians of our 
own congregation. 
Kenneth Meek (1908-76) was Organist and Choirmaster from 1945-56, and also 
taught at McGill University from 1945-76, where his illustrious students includ-
ed, among others, our Director of Music Emeritus Wayne Riddell, C.M. His 
Three Preludes for Organ are simple pieces written in the characteristic mid-cen-
tury English style, as is the �5�R�P�D�Q�F�H���L�Q���*���À�D�W by Meek’s teacher Herbert Frick-
er (1868-1943). 
 
God’s covenant promise to us is expressed beautifully in this morning’s Introit, 
a tender setting by one of our former Directors of Music, Julian Wachner. 
Wachner is currently Director of Music at Trinity Church Wall Street, New York, 
a prolific composer and sought-after choral, orchestral and operatic conductor. 
“Seek the Lord” invokes the tradition of Anglican chant, a simple system of 
intoning texts that brings the words to the fore. 
 
Kola Owolabi was Assistant Organist from 1996-2000 whilst an undergrad 
student at McGill, and is now professor of organ at the University of Michigan. 
Weave for us a garment is based on a traditional Native American text, and was 
commissioned by the Church of St. Andrew and St. Mark in Dorval, QC. Dance 
was first performed by Jonathan Oldengarm at the 2000 joint convention of the 
Royal Canadian College of Organists and the Fédération Québecoise des Amis de 
l’orgue in Quebec City. - JO

We will delay renting an apartment until we have an actual arrival date. Salam is 
keeping an eye on suitable availabilities in Laval.
